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A New Opioid Guideline from Washington Agency Medical Directors' Group

The AMDG updated the Interagency Guideline on Prescribing Opioids for Pain in partnership with a broad advisory group of the state’s
academic leaders, pain experts, and dinicians in both primary care and specialty areas. The new guideline offers a balanced approach to
pain management that includes recommendations for muitimodal non-opioid therapies and opioids when appropriate. By using the best
practices in the new guideline, dlinicians can improve the care of patients with chronic pain and help save lives.

The 2015 Interagency Guideline on Prescribing Opioids for Pain now replaces the 2010 Opioid Dosing Guideline. For CME testing purposes,
you may continue to Use the 2010 CME test on the 2010 Opioid Dosing Guideline until the 2015 CME test is available later this summer.
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
