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If family members work for you,
know your obligations

If you have relatives, including children, who work for you, they must be treated as
employees with the same rights as any other paid worker in the state of Washington.
This applies to anyone you expect to show up for work at a certain time.

As an employer of family members, you are required to:

Pay them at least minimum wage. The minimum wage in 2011 is $8.67.
Workers age 14 or 15 may be paid 85 percent of the minimum wage, which is
$7.37 per hour.

Provide workers’ compensation insurance. Workers’ compensation insurance
pays benefits to injured workers and also protects employers from potentially
enormous claim costs and liability from work-related injuries and ilinesses.

Provide a paid 10-minute break for every four hours of work.

Provide an unpaid 30-minute meal break for every five hours of work.
Make sure they work safely.

Follow the state’s child labor laws.

Ensure that the work they do is appropriate to their age.
