	At the job shack (or wherever employees gather before work starts for the day)
· If 8 or more employees regularly report to work at a fixed site: a safety bulletin board available for employees to see.

· Copy of previous week’s inspection posted

· Written plans, required by DOSH rules, available

· Notes of safety meetings posted
· First aid kits readily accessible

· First aid kit contents match inventory sheets

· Sufficient copies of “Accident, Incident & Injury Report forms available

· Adequate supply of drinking water readily available
· Hand-wash facilities clean & adequately stocked (including individual towels)
· Toilet clean and serviced per schedule


	
	

	Personal Protective Equipment

· Supplies of employer-provided PPE at the level you consider adequate
· PPE clean and in good condition
· All workers have hardhats on site and available
· All workers wearing appropriate footwear
· All workers exposed to eye hazards are wearing ANSI-approved eye protection
· Other hazards for which workers should wear PPE

	
	

	Traffic patterns

· Routes for vehicle travel and parking adequately established
· Sufficient clearance for foot traffic

· No blind corners where pedestrians are hidden from traffic


	
	

	Housekeeping

· Walkways unobstructed; clear of equipment & materials

· Building materials piled/assembled 
· Scraps, trash not intruding on walkways
· Electrical cords and compressed air lines don’t pose tripping hazards


	
	

	Walking, Working Surfaces
· Access to building has safe stairs/ramp if over 18” step up
· Stair treads & handrails in good condition

· Ramps not more than 20o in slope
· At least 18” wide

· Provided with railings when over 4’ from ground

· Open-sided decks guarded

· Floor openings covered or guarded


	
	


	Ladders
· Rungs & side rails securely fastened & free from visible damage

· Non-skid feet fully intact and swivel freely

· Ladders in use are used appropriately

· No one standing on top rungs or platform

· Tools/equipment not left on platform

· Step ladders not used as straight ladders

· People climbing ladders have “3  point contact”

· If employees will be working from ladders, are ladders secured top and bottom?


	
	

	Machinery, equipment and power tools
· All guards in place and fully operational

· Saw guards

· Belts and pulleys on compressors

· Operator’s area free from debris and scrap


	
	

	Vehicles
· All lights, horns, signaling devices (including back-up alarms) fully functional.

· Seat belts show evidence of being in use during operation

· Fire extinguisher & first aid kit (on road vehicles) in place

· Area where forklifts operate checked for damage that would indicate operator error

	
	


	Hazardous Chemicals
· All solvents, cleaning supplies, lubricants, etc that have warning labels also have MSDS on file

· Ventilation fans tested for proper air movement in areas where solvents are used 


	
	

	· List checked against previous two months to detect recurrent hazards/conditions
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
