A NAVY SEAL INVOLVED IN A TRAINING DIVE DIED AFTER EXPERIENCING TROUBLE IN THE
WATER AND SIGNALED FOR AN EMERGENCY ASCENT.

A FARMER WAS WORKING UNDER AN OLD FIXED THROTTLE TRACTOR HE HAD BEEN UNABLE
TO GET RUNNING WHEN IT STARTED UP AND RAN OVER HIM.

THE DRIVER OF A GARBAGE TRUCK WAS KILLED WHEN ANOTHER VEHICLE RAN A RED LIGHT,
STRIKING HER TRUCK HEAD-ON. THE VICTIM WAS NOT WEARING A SEATBELT AND WAS
