2) Describe any changes other than editing from proposed to adopted version:

There were two changes to the proposed wording. The first is located in WAC 296-864-
20010, a bullet that reads, “Make sure you don’t repair any rim wheel that is cracked,

broken, bent, or damaged,” was added. The second is located in Table 3, when inflating
tires outside of a restraining device, make sure you don’t exceed 5 psi to seat the bead.

The changes made between the proposed rules and the final rules were needed to
correct an inadvertent error, which left two requirements out of the rule. The changes
were noted and read at the hearing.
