Purpose: RCW 51.36.010, as amended by Substitute Senate Bill 5801 (SSB 5801, Chapter 6, Laws of 2011), directs the
Department of Labor & Industries (L&I) to establish a statewide medical provider network to treat injured and ill workers. SSB
5801 states that “Once the provider network is established in the worker's geographic area, an injured worker may receive
care from a nonnetwork provider only for an initial office or emergency room visit.” This amended rule language clarifies
“initial visit.” The amended rule language informs health care providers and workers as to what services may be provided by
a nonnetwork provider and when care must be transferred to a network provider.
