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What is Residential Construction?

"Residential construction” means construction, alteration, repair, improvement, or maintenance of
single family dwellings, duplexes, apartments, condominiums, and other residential structures not to
exceed four stories in height, including basement, when used solely as permanent residences. It does
not include the utilities construction (water and sewer lines), or work on streets, or work on other
structures (e.g., for recreation and business.)
